In case of emergency the Emergency Procedures and Operational Notes for NZMA (Matamata) must
be followed. This can be found in the kitchen and user group club rooms.

The kitchen has gas hobs, hot water, and fridges. There are no pans or utensils. Please ensure you
remove all rubbish. Access to the skip bin can be pre- arranged. You cannot transport boiling water
from kitchen to campsite. NOTE: Children must be supervised at all times in the kitchen, as the gas
hobs are low.
