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This discussion document represents the first step in a

collective vision for the planning of future growth in
Precinct F Matamata.

Precinct F is a large area of approx 106 ha south east of
Matamata Township bound by Firth Street southeast

to Hamilton and Cambridge and Station Road east to
Morrinsville,

Precinct F has been identified by council as a mixed
density zoneas it boasts good proximity and connectivity
to theurban centre of Matamata whilst also providing rural
amenity.

Precinct F provides an opportunity to integrate future
growth with the existing urban fabric and to create a
suitable southern edge to the town. Precinct F can build
on the traditional urban qualities evident in much of
the early planning of Matamata whilst provide additional
public and private amenity in the form of good urban
design, reflecting the character of Matamata as a small
town.

The proposed Precinct F structure plan provides a
framework that will help guide decisions on development ,
infrastructural management, and environmental
matters for this area of Matamata over the next
10-20 years. The structure plan process will ensure
positive development outcomes and help to create a
long term vision for this area of Matamata.
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Some of the design objectives for Precinct F include;

* Attractive neighbourhoods rich on regional
character and diversity, well integrated into a cohesive
urban fabric.

+» Retaining awareness and enjoyment of Matamata's
magnificent physical setting through the planning of
future growth.

* Planning for growth over different time periods
including 5-10-20 and 40 year visions. Patterning
development so that gradual development can fit
into a bigger picture

» Integration of existing landscape features within high
quality development.

Precinct F provides the opportunity to create an
integrated ecological approach to urban design set
in a rural landscape.

Enable improved business development planning for
economic development e.g. tourism, services and
development through the rationalisation and
enhancement of existing resources.

Focuses infrastructure and service delivery e.g waste
water treatment, stormwater management, drainage
and roading through a more integrated approach to
infrastructure planning.
